GUIDELINES 
1. Restoration project is to be sponsored by State Garden Club or Member Club/s.
2. Upon review by the Natural Disasters USA Committee, a Member Club or State Garden

Club may receive up to $5000.00 per natural disaster project. However, applicants may not
receive more than $5000.00 per disaster within the NGC fiscal year.

3. Clean up and restoration will be provided by the garden club applicant and local service
organizations unless exceptions are approved by the Natural Disasters Grants Committee. 

4. Funds provided are for the restoration of trees and plant materials and not for professional
landscaping fees.
