                                           General Rules
1. This flower show will comply with the requirements for a Standard Flower Show as established by National Garden Clubs, Inc., and printed in the Revised 2007 edition of the Handbook for Flower Shows.
2. The Standard System of Awarding will be used: only one first place (blue) ribbon per class or sub-class, must score 90 or more; only one second place (red) ribbon per class or sub-class, must score 85 or more; only one third place (yellow) ribbon per class or sub-class, must score 80 or more; one or more honorable mention (white) ribbons, must score 75 or more. All exhibits that have earned a score of 90+, but have not won a blue ribbon, shall have their entry cards marked with a 90+  and signed by an NGC Accredited Judge on the judging panel.
3. The decision of the judges will be final.  Any award may be withheld if no exhibit meets the specific requirements for that award.

4. Exhibitors must be members of a National Garden Club, Inc. member club or an International Affiliate club.  Entry in horticulture is open to all, no preregistration required except for Collections/Displays.  Entry in Design is by invitation only.  Entry in Artistic Crafts is open to all, on a first-come, first-served basis until classes are full.

5. Native plant materials may be used in any division if labeled with botanical names and grown by the exhibitor or obtained in a legal manner, and so marked.  New York does not have a Noxious Weeds and Invasive list. Endangered and Restricted Plant Lists for New York can be found at http://www.dec.ny.gov/.
6. All exhibits must be approved by the Classification Committee, whether in Horticulture, Design, or Special Exhibit Classes.  Entries that do not conform to the schedule or Handbook requirements will be disqualified.

7. Entries will be received Wednesday, May 16, 2012, from 9:00-4:00 p.m.  Only exhibitors and required show personnel will be permitted in the show room during these periods.

8. Judging will be from 6:30-9:30 p.m. on May 16th.  Only required show personnel will be allowed in the show area during judging.  The show will be open for viewing from 12:00 noon on Thursday, May 17th from Noon until 7:00 p.m.; Friday May 18th, from 9:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.; Saturday May 19th from 9:00 to 3:00 p.m.  Exhibits shall be removed promptly at 3:30 p.m. on Saturday May 19th.  If any exhibitor is unable to return at that time to remove personal property, the exhibitor is responsible for making arrangements to have someone remove the property in a timely fashion.  The Flower Show Committee cannot be responsible for loss or damage to anyone’s property.

DIVISION I:   HORTICULTURE RULES
1. All exhibitors must comply with the New York regulations on restricted and endangered species as set out on the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation Website at http://www.dec.ny.gov/ .  (See General Rule 5) New York State does not have a Noxious Weed/Invasive Plant List, as of schedule printing, however, one is being undertaken.  An Email update to State Presidents will be provided if a list is issued prior to the show.  
2. All entries must be correctly labeled with scientific name (giving genus and species and/or cultivar added when applicable, or current scientific identification).  To be eligible for any Top Exhibitor Award, a specimen must be correctly labeled with a binomial (genus and species or genus and cultivar) Common name may also be given.
3. All horticulture entries must be fresh plant material grown by the exhibitor.

4. Container-grown plants must have been in the exhibitor’s possession at least 90 days. Cut annuals, perennials, and biennials must have been in exhibitor’s possession from seeds, cuttings, or immature plants for at least 90 days.  Corms, bulbs, tubers and rhizomes must have been in exhibitor’s possession for at least 90 days.  Exception:  combination plantings must have been grown together for at least 6 weeks.
5. Plant material may not be altered by the application (treatment) of oil, commercial “shine” products, etc. that may artificially change the natural color and texture.

6. Cut specimens should not have foliage below water line.

7. Entries are open to any and all members of National Garden Clubs, Inc. and the International Affiliates.  Each entrant may make only one entry in any one class unless each is a different genus, species, variety, cultivar, type, size or color.
8. Reservations for Collections and Displays must be made with the Horticulture Consultant by April 16, 2012.

9. A supply of entry cards will be passed out to the State Presidents at the 2011 Fall Board Meeting in St. Louis to facilitate early completion and avoid delay on entry day, Wednesday, May 16th.
10. The show committee will furnish appropriate material for specimens requiring wedging which will include small bubble wrap, and wooden wedges for larger items.
11. The show committee will furnish containers for all cut specimens. Collections and Displays must provide their own containers, if desired.

2. An exhibitor may enter only one class in the Design Division.  Each design must be created by one person only, with the exception of Section 10, Classes 28 and 29, which are eligible for the Club Competition Award.

3. All designs must be approved by the Design Registration and Classification Chairman and committee after placement of the exhibit by the exhibitor and before the exhibitor leaves the show room.  It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to be sure this is done.
4. Some plant material must be used in every exhibit.  Plant material used in designs need not have been grown by the exhibitor.
5. No artificial flowers, foliage, fruit or vegetables are permitted.  Artificial is defined as “imitation” or a “copy”, handcrafted or manufactured, to represent and/or appear as real plant material.

6. Fresh plant material may never be treated.  Plant material that has been treated to alter its exterior appearance may be used only in its dried state.
7. Religious symbols used must be displayed in a respectful manner and in accordance with policies of local religious organizations.

8. Landscapes or scenes are not permitted in Design Division.

9. Living members of the Animal Kingdom are not permitted in the Design Division.

10.  The official American flag and other national flags are not permitted to be used within any design; nor may they be used as an underlay, background, skirting or draping.

11.  Special lighting effects that require an electrical source are not permitted.  Battery-operated lighting may be used in any class if desired.

12.  For a complete list of items permitted in all design classes unless prohibited    by this schedule, see (N) pages 189-190 of the Handbook for Flower Shows.
13.  If a designer is unable to fulfill an assignment, it is the responsibility of the designer to provide a substitute.   Top Exhibitor Awards for Design are listed at the end of this schedule.

                                               NGC TOP EXHIBITOR AWARDS
HORTICULTURE:
Award of Horticultural Excellence:  A division award; may be offered and awarded to the exhibit judged finest in the entire Horticulture Division provided all requirements have been met.  Only one per show.  Winning exhibit may also have won another top exhibitor award in the Horticulture Division, however, this Award is not limited to exhibits having received a section award.  It is also available to exhibits entered by single exhibitors in sections not offering a section Top Exhibitor Award where blue ribbon winners score 95 or above. This award is of green, orange and blue ribbons. (The winner of this Award will also receive a President’s Trophy, a special award given in honor of our NGC President, Shirley S. Nicolai) 
Award of Merit:  Four of these awards will be offered to the highest scoring exhibit of the eligible sections designated in the schedule, if all other general and horticulture award requirements have been met.  Classes in each eligible section must share: 1) some physical quality, e.g. flowering, foliage, miniature; and 2) some growing condition/lifecycle, e.g., annual, perennial, biennial, bulb, vine, vegetable, fruits, nuts or one genus.  Being a cut specimen is not a sufficient shared quality.  This award is of orange ribbons.

Arboreal Award:  A section award; two may offered and awarded per show.  All general horticulture requirements must have been met.  Eligible sections will be composed of cut tree and/or shrub branches (vines are not eligible). Exhibit must be no longer than 30” from tip of specimen to cut end. This award is of two shades of green ribbons.
Collectors Showcase Award:  A section award for a display or collection.  Two may be offered and awarded to the highest scoring exhibits if eligible sections/classes are designated in the schedule and all other general and horticulture award requirements are met.  Each exhibit must contain at least five different cut specimens exhibited in individual containers, or five different container-grown plants, in individual containers.  This award is of brown and green ribbons.

Grower’s Choice Award:  a section award for the highest scoring exhibits of container-grown plants and combination plantings. Three may offered and awarded.  Classes in each eligible section must have some common characteristic, e.g. flowering, container-grown, etc.  Eligible sections/classes must requirements must be met.  The Award is a rosette of green ribbons.
Elfin Award:  a section award for the highest-scoring exhibit/s in an eligible section/s consisting entirely of classes of plants designated as dwarf or miniature varieties or cultivars by nurseries or plant societies, and/or plants with naturally small growth.  All General and Horticulture Top Exhibitor Requirements must be met.  Three may be offered and awarded.  Classes in an eligible section must consist of flowering cut and/or container-grown specimens, foliage cut and/or container-grown specimens, or arboreal specimens.  When any other Top Exhibitor Award is offered in a section, i.e. Award of Merit, etc., the Elfin Award may not be offered.  Plants designated as dwarf or miniature never compete with standard-size material, but are always exhibited in a separate section, class or subclass.  The award is a small rosette of chartreuse and purple ribbons.
DESIGN:
Award of Design Excellence, Division Award.  One award may be offered and awarded to the highest scoring exhibit in the entire Design Division entered by a single exhibitor, provided all general and design award requirements are met. Winning exhibit may also have won a section top exhibitor award but is also available to exhibits entered by single exhibitors in sections not offering a section top exhibitor award, but where the blue ribbon winners score 95 or above.  The Award is a rosette of gold ribbons.  (This award winner will also receive a President’s Trophy, special award, in honor of our national president, Shirley S. Nicolai)

Designer’s Choice Award:  Exhibitor has complete freedom to choose plant

materials and other components for this award, within NGC policies.  The schedule may specify staging.  This award is of purple ribbons.

Petite Award:  Sections eligible must be for miniature and/or small designs as specified in the schedule.  All general Design Award requirements must have been met.  Small and miniature designs are not eligible for other NGC awards.  This Award is of small blue and white ribbons.
Table Artistry Award: A section award for classes of Functional and/or Exhibition Table designs.  All general Design Award requirements must have been met.  Eligible classes permit designer’s choice of fresh and/or dried plant materials and other components.  Two Table Artistry Awards may be offered and awarded in a Standard Flower Show provided all requirements have been met for each.  Table Artistry Award is of burgundy ribbons.

Tricolor Award:  A section award for classes where all plant material used in the design is fresh.  Two awards may be offered and awarded to the highest scoring exhibits if classes in eligible sections are designated in the schedule and all other general and design award requirements are met.  This Award is a rosette of red, blue, and yellow ribbons.
Award of Distinction:  A section award for classes where all plant material used in the design is dried.  Two awards may be offered and awarded to the highest scoring exhibits if classes in eligible sections are designated in the schedule and all other general and design award requirements are met.  This Award is a rosette of brown ribbons.

SPECIAL EXHIBITS DIVISION:

Educational Award:  An exhibit designed to instruct the public in some phase of NGC objectives.  There must be a minimum of two exhibits designated as eligible in the schedule.  Each exhibit must use a minimum of 18 square feet .  Winning exhibit must score 95 or more.  Only one award may be offered.  The award is a rosette of brown and white ribbons.

Artistic Craft Award:  One may be offered and awarded to the highest scoring exhibit if eligible sections/classes are designated in the schedule and there is a a minimum of three classes with at least four exhibits in each class.  The winning exhibit must include some plant material.  This a rosette of navy ribbons with gold lettering.
